Welcome to rooftop dining in Carlsbad Village, where people go to take in Pacific breezes while
they watch the sun melt behind the ocean or rooftops of State Street. Because Carlsbad enjoys nearly
perfect weather year-round, the question isn’t, “Should we sit outside?” but more like, “Where should
we sit outside?”

Get as high as you can and take it all in. The scene up top has never been more worth the climb. At
The Deck at 264 Fresco, the Italian restaurant on Carlsbad Village Drive has built one of the Village’s
most beloved perches above its downstairs dining room. And its sister restaurant, Fresco Cocina, also
boasts an atmospheric rooftop space. A few blocks south on Carlsbad Boulevard, Tower39 Rooftop
Lounge sits atop the SpringHill Suites by Marriott and takes its name from the next number in the
sequence of lifeguard towers on the beach below. Then there’s Park 101, Carlsbad’s most boisterous
rooftop by a wide margin. And newest to the lineup is Baba Coffee’s rooftop lounge, nido d’amore—
Italian for “nest of love.”
